General Meeting April 6th 

Program Notes 
 
by Terry Boram 
 
Our guest speaker was Capt. John Hamill, First 
VP/Manager of Operations for the Association of 
Maryland Pilots.  Capt. Hamill showed a very 
informative presentation highlighting the history of 
the Maryland Bay Pilot Association and the 
challenges Bay Pilots have when navigating the 
Chesapeake Bay.  Pictures showing the line of sight 
from the bridges of a variety of vessels along with 
Capt. Hamill’s personal stories from 30+ years of 
experience clearly illustrated the need for all boaters 
to be aware of each other’s presence.   
  
Here are some reminders to keep everyone safe this 
boating season. 
  

Collision Avoidance 
  

· Stand good watch  
· Know the Rules of the Road  
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· Take early and substantial actions when 
mandated  

· Use radar reflectors  
· Know the proper use of radios  
· Know the meaning of whistles  
· Keep bright and proper running lights  
· In poor visibility, if uncertain what to do, 

stop and let ship maneuver around you  
· Chances are good that large ship will not 

hear whistle signals  
· Stay to sides of channels  
· Stay clear of center bridge span  
· Anticipate ship maneuver in pilot transfer 

area, channels and anchorages 
   
Whistle Signals (Inland Rules) 

· ONE SHORT BLAST - This means 
that you "intend to leave you on my 
port side"  if you are meeting or 
crossing another vessel.   In other 
words, when you pass the other boat, 
the left side of your boat will be next 
to the other boat.  If you are behind 
another boat and about to pass it, one 
short blast means that you "intend to 
pass on your starboard side".  

· TWO SHORT BLASTS -This 
means that you "intend to leave you 
on my starboard side in a meeting or 
crossing situation."  In other words, 
when you pass the other boat, the 
right side of your boat will be next to 
the other boat. If you are behind 
another boat and about to pass it, two 
short blasts means that you "Intend 
to overtake on your port side."  

· THREE SHORT BLASTS - This 
means that you are backing up, or 
using "astern propulsion".  

· ONE PROLONGED BLAST - 
Signals that you intend to leave your 
dock.  If you need to back out of 
your docking area, you would sound 
one long blast, and then three short 
blasts.  

· FIVE SHORT BLASTS - This is 
the DANGER signal.  Remember, 
that When you approach another 

vessel and hear either one or two 
short blasts, and you both understand 
their signal and can safely let them 
do it, then you are required to 
respond with the same signal in 
response.  However, if you don't 
understand their intentions, or feel 
that their proposed maneuver is 
dangerous to either vessel, then you 
are required to sound the DANGER 
signal. 

Contacting a Commercial Vessel 
  
Commercial vessels monitor Channels 13 and 16.  
If you need to contact the ship directly hail on 
Channel 13.  Clearly state that you are a sail vessel 
off a certain point (not latitude and attitude), your 
boat name and give descriptive markin

Repairs / Modifications / 
Outfitting  
 

A New (sorta) Mast for an old Boat 
- Larry Forge 
 
My Macgregor 36 catamaran was designed in the 
1970’s, and was built with rigging typical of the 
time: a masthead rig with a fixed, non-rotating, oval 
section mast, a forestay and baby stay, upper and 
lower shrouds, and two backstays attached to the 
sterns.  The mainsail had short battens and little 
roach, in order to get past those backstays. 
 
I was bemoaning the lack of a high performance 
multihull rig to Tim Layne, who had the broken first 
mast from his Reynolds 33 lying in his front yard.  
He suggested that if I wanted to get his old mast 
spliced back together, he would swap the bits and 
pieces for my old mast. 
 
It was, of course, a ridiculous idea.  The broken 
mast would have to be repaired.  The necessary 
stays, mast step and other engineering didn’t match 
my boat.  I would need to replace the mainsail, and 
possibly the foresails.  On top of that, my boat is 
heavier and wider than Tim’s, and will put greater 
stress on the mast.  So, naturally, I jumped at the 
chance.  My new rig would be a modern fractional, 
three point (forestay and two shrouds) rotating mast 
with a fully battened sail! 
 
Repairing the Mast 
 
Tim’s mast had broken at the hounds when it stuck 
in mud after a capsize.  After talking to several 
riggers, I choose to use West River Rigging in 
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Shady Side.  It is a small shop, and Paul, the 
proprietor, gave me a good deal by fitting the work 
around his other, much larger, jobs.  The original 
mast was 48 feet.  After cutting away the ruined 
portions and cutting off a section to use as a sleeve 
in the splice, the repaired mast was about 44.5 feet, 
just about right to replace my original 43 foot mast.  
 
 

  
 
The used F31 mainsail that I bought from a guy in 
Florida has a 40.5 foot luff, giving me just enough 
room between boom and deck. 
 
The mast had a few other problems.  The fitting at 
the base was mangled in the capsize and had to be 
rebuilt.  More serious was that the spreaders had 
partially pushed in one side of the mast, creating a 
weak spot. After a lot of mulling and measuring, we 
decided to move the entire spreaders, diamonds, and 
hounds attachments up the mast about 20 inches.   
This moved the shrouds off the splice, the spreaders 
off the dent, and also gave me just enough room to 
use my old masthead jib. 
 

 
 
To strengthen the mast, Paul welded three thick 
walled compression tubes in the mast: one at the 
hounds, one under the spreaders, and one through 
the dent at the old spreader location. 
 
Mast Step, Shrouds, and Chainplates 
 
The new mast had to fit the boat in four places: 
mast step, forestay, and two shrouds. 
 
The old mast step was simply two steel rings around 
the main beam, with ears to bolt to the mast base.  A 
new mast step, as well as two new chain plates were 
made up for me by John at Metal Craft in 
Annapolis.  The new step is a work of art, with a 
saddle to fit over the beam and a platform for 
mounting a stainless trailer ball, on which the mast 
rotates. 
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Paul at West River made up a new forestay for me.  
I needed it long enough to fit my jib, and knew that 
it would produce a bit of mast rake. 
 
The shrouds were a bit more difficult.  I would have 
to put in new chainplates, as the old rig just had 
sidestays.  After a lot of research and advice, I 
decided to use synthetic rigging for the shrouds.  
The line is stronger than steel, incredibly lighter, 
and no more expensive than having steel shrouds 
made up.  I bought 7/16 inch  Amsteel (spectra) line 
from Defender (3/8 would have been strong enough, 
but I figured I should be conservative somewhere in 
this process).  I splurged a bit on some nice Eric 
Precort deadeyes. 
 

 

The synthetic shrouds also solved the problem of 
shroud length.  I didn’t know the exact distance 
from my new mast to my new chainplates, but the 
deadeyes allow for a lot of adjustment.  Splicing the 
shrouds with a Brummel splice is actually pretty 
simple, and several web sites show you how. 
 
Installing the chainplates has been a difficult task.  
After measuring several other boats, I decided to 
place them where the angles between forestay and 
shrouds, and between shrouds, were each 120 
degrees.  I beefed up the hulls with backing plates 
and additional fiberglass, and bolted on the 
chainplates.  Unfortunately, the Macgregor has a 
very pronounced lip at the hull/deck seam.  When 
the chainplate was fitted through this seam, it 
required the last bolt in the hull to be about 6 inches 
below the shroud attachment.  When we started 
sailing, there was considerable flexing of the 
chainplate around the topmost bolt, which could 
rapidly lead to failure of the chainplate. 
 

 
 
As a result, we are going to have to relocate the 
chainplates before the season begins.  I am working 
on beefing up a small bulkhead to use as a new 
attachment point. 
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A number of delays and travel kept me from 
finishing the new rig until the end of the season last 
year.  The few times we sailed it, I was pleased with 
the performance, but I am sure it is going to take a 
while to get it tuned and performing up to its 
potential. 
 

 
 
I would like to thank Larry for taking the time to 
share his project with us. Obviously a lot of time, 
thought, research, planning and work has gone into 
a significant modification.

Saturday, 
April 5: We 
had a really 
quick 
passage to 
Rock 
Sound, Eleuthra Island.  At one point, we were 
sailing at 15 kts.  Unfortunately, the webbing 
holding the head of the sail to the halyard broke, so 
we have had to do some repairs to the sail.  Luckily, 
Patti & Tom from Liberty were nearby and had a  

"Speedy Stitcher" sewing tool which has made the 
work much easier.  We drove around the Island with 
Tom & Patti, and saw a very large Banyan tree. The 
sign said it was over 87 years old. 

Friday, April 4: Gybing back & forth with the 

screacher out, we sailed 37.5nm to Half Moon Bay 
at Little San Salvador Island. The island is owned 
by one of the big cruise ship companies, so they 
discourage boaters from going ashore. We did make 
a quick trip to shore to get some palm fronds for 
Susan's basket weaving.  The following morning at 
7:45, the cruise ship came into the harbor, so we 
moved on 

Saturday, March 29: 
Sailed 81.5 nm from 
Salt Pond, Long Island 
to Fernandez Bay, 
Cat Island. We caught 
two Cerros (similar to 
a Spanish Mackerel) as 
we crossed from the 
deep water to the 
shallow water. The 
port engine did not 
start as we came to 
anchor (it's so nice to 
have a spare!).  We think that the very choppy seas 
must have stirred up some debris in the fuel tanks, 
as it started up after we switched filers and primed 
the pump.  We had a nice visit with Bill & Vicky 
from Beat Army, a PDQ 44.  Vicky is an avid shell 
collector and gave us one of her beautiful Helmet 
conchs.  We stayed at the lovely Fernandez Bay 
until April 4.  There were lots of other boats 
anchored, and the Island HoppInn is very hospitable 
- the owner, Thom, lets the cruisers use the WIFI 
for free, and has a honor bar where we all gathered 
a few nights to watch the sunset & play dominoes.  
We rode our bikes to the Hermitage, a few miles up 
the road.  It was built by hand on the top of Mount 
Alverna, the highest point in the Bahamas, by 
Father Jerome.  The building itself has a chapel, 
sleeping & cooking quarters, and a spectacular view 
of the harbor from its perch 206' above the water. 
As you walk up the steep hill, the stations of the 
cross are carved into stone tablets. 

Sunday, March 23: (Easter) Picked up the anchor 
and had a nice sail (with lots of tacks, but we don't 
mind that on TabbyCat) southeast to Malone's 
Helmet (South part of Thompson Bay, Long 
Island).  The north end of Thompson's Bay was 
very choppy, with whitecaps, so we tucked in

behind a small hill (AKA Malone's Helmet). On 
Tuesday a cold front with high winds form the N - 
NE came through, so we moved to the more 
protected north end of the bay. We are hunkered 
down for the duration, but hope to meet some of the 
other cruisers anchored around us over the next few 
days. After the winds lighten, we will explore the 
island and begin our trek back to the states over the 
next several weeks. 

Saturday, March 22: Sailed back to Long Island , 
tacking the whole way. Had dinner at the Blue Chip 
Restaurant and spent the night anchored outside 
Simms. 

Tuesday February 19 - Saturday, March 22: George 
Town is the favorite Bahamian cruising destination 
for many cruising sailors. There is just too much 
going on to adequately capture here (but, we will try 
anyway).  

With activities such as volleyball (both Fun and 
Regulation types), Beach Golf, Trivia, Bocce Ball, 
Sand Sculpture, Basket Weaving, Racing, Softball, 
Tennis, and more it's easy to see why so many 
boaters spend the whole season here.  For cruisers 
like us, it starts with an Opening Night Gala under 
the palms & stars, with costumed entrants parading 
down the runway, and climaxes with the talent 
show at the end. In between there are regular 
meetings of "AHOY" (Alcohol, Hors d'oeuvres and 
Other Yummies) and impromptu performances by 
the many talented musicians.  After the cruisers are 
done with their festivities, the Bahamians have their 
own Music & Heritage Festival (an outgrowth of 
the cruisers variety show). Just as the cruisers invite 
Bahamians to participate in the fun activities, the 
Bahamians follow and invited a group of the 
cruisers to participate.   The cruisers came up with a 
band jestingly called themselves "White Folks on 
Boats". The WFOB gave a really excellent rehearsal 
from the bow of the catamaran Freebird with 
perhaps 100 dinghies rafted together to hear these 
talented musicians perform after less than 2 weeks 
to rehearse. Many cruising sailors base their entire 
winter sailing around George Town, arriving in 
December and leaving in mid-April. These cruisers 
do all the organizing and serve as committee chairs 

to ensure all the activities are fun and don't conflict 
with each other.  

Also while here in George Town, we met up with 
friends from our old C&C sailing club days. Larry 
& Bev from Chandelle (now a Swan 44) 
invited George & Gail of Quicksilver to fly in, 
followed the next day by our friends Ellen & Leon 
of Karen Lee. A nice reunion was held, with George 
and Gail as 10-day guests on Chandelle and Ellen 
and Leon joining TabbyCat for two weeks.  

In the finest of C&C and Chesapeake Multihull 
Association traditions, we elected to race TabbyCat 
in a couple of races. With a great start, fabulous 
crew work and a welcoming course, we finished 
first(!)  in the Multihull class in the harbor race, 
correcting over a Farrier 28 Trimaran and lapping 
some of the monohulls.  We had guests from Bliss, 
Elaine & Cecily for both races.  During Ellen & 
Leon's visit, we made a quick side trip to Long 
Island, where the oceanside rock formations & 
beaches are quite beautiful. The wind was favorable 
for using the screacher, so we made great time 
reaching Thompson Bay.

The latest episode from the 
Lovings: 
 
Mainly New Zealand   Nov 2007 - April 8, 2008 
 
We had a few good months back in the cold USA 
with our parents and friends.  We brought a new 
wind generator and laptop back with us along with 
about 250 pounds of assorted goodies.   We had all 
of our sails checked and repaired.  After 32,000 
miles it was time but they weren’t in bad shape.  
John, off Watermark, who we sailed with in Tonga, 
lives just down the river and he took us on a trip 
around this part of NZ.  It is very hilly and quite 
pretty.  We went to the very well done, large, Kauri 
Museum that showed how people lumbered the 
massive Kauri trees.  Some had a circumference of 
50 feet.  Carolyn found a 14” circular Kauri platter

(most had been marked in the $200 - $400 range) 
and this one was marked at $40.00.  When we took 
it to the cashier they thought she had switched 
prices, but no.  They said you sure got a great deal.  
Right!  The NZ people are the nicest.  Everywhere 
you go they are more than happy to go out of their 
way to help.  A man came to the boat to check our 
 fire extinguishers.  He found them to be in good 
shape and was not going to charge us but we 
insisted.  He had taken at least a half hour to come 
out, pounded on the extinguishers and labeled them, 
so we insisted he tak e some money.  On February 
27th we took off in our little rented Toyota with our 
friend, Pat, from Baltimore and headed south.  
Driving on the left side of the road on narrow, very 
winding roads is a challenge.  We survived 2,400 or 
so miles but it was never easy driving.  There is no 
need for cruise control in NZ because you never go 
in a straight line long enough to engage it.  The vast 
majority of the houses are rather small by US 
standards but always neat and well maintained.  We 
never saw what you would call the bad side of town 
except for one town that looked like it was 
industrial and the industry packed up and left.  The 
roads have many single lane bridges and you have 
an arrow indicating whether you are burdened or 
not.  Some bridges have the train track running right 
down the center of the single lane bridge.  We went 
over one bridge and 15 minutes later a train came 
thru.  We stayed in backpacker facilities that ranged 
from a few bunk beds with a toilet down the hall to 
some nice rooms just like a motel.  B&Bs and 
motels are very expensive.  We visited several 
magnificent rose gardens, one was ranked as one of 
the ten best in the world, and the roses were in 
season.  Just south of Auckland there is a very large 
crater lake with significant areas with steam vents.  
The river rushing out of the lake goes thru a narrow 
canyon with a serious waterfall at the end.  It is 
probably runnable but by people better than I.  We 
visited many museums and botanical gardens.  Most 
of them were first rate.  One old church in 
Wellington had a small museum showing how the 
US Marines had been here during WWII.  They still 
had a Marine flag hanging in the church.  We took a 
ferry over to the South Island.  ($240 each way) We 
did a two day hike around Lake Rotoiti near St. 
Arnaud.  We had to cross many streams and since 
the water was snow the day before, the old toes 

turned a new shade of blue.  The snow in the 
mountains was quite pretty though.  We were really 
beat by the second day and glad we didn’t go as far 
as we had planned.  We stayed in a hut right on the 
lake.  The western ocean coast on the Tasman Sea is 
very rugged with off lying rocks and small islands 
making it quite picturesque.  The beaches were 
mainly very flat rocks, worn smooth over the 
centuries.   Fortunately, there were more shells than 
I ever anticipated.  We stopped at the Pancake rocks 
where it looked like giant pancakes stacked 50 – 75 
feet in the air with the water swirling around them.  
We hiked up to Franz Josef Glacier and Fox 
Glacier.  Giant chunks of ice were floating down the 
river off the glacier.  Waterfalls cascaded off the 
sheer cliffs on either side.  The glaciers had 
significantly receded over the past 50 years.  Most 
of the souvenirs are pretty expensive but they had 
nice fleece jackets with a NZ fern on them for 
$30.00 so we all got one.  We got to below 45 
degrees south so an extra jacket was nice.  A wool 
undershirt was $130, a one hour jet boat ride 
$90.00, 2 scoops of ice cream $5.50 and a giant 
hamburger for $10.00.  We did buy the hamburger.  
We took several hikes thru forests/swamps with 
ferns, moss and all sorts of thick vegetation.  
Everywhere you went there were sheep and more 
sheep, a good number of cows, and then you had 
wine vineyards stretching on for miles with an 
occasional kiwi farm, the fruit, not the bird.  We 
were hiking around and came across a lawn bowling 
club and sat and watched all these men in white 
pants and shirts intently lawn bowling.  We ate out 
about once a day; breakfast was cereal, at times 
provided by the place we stayed.  Lunch was PB&J 
or small meat pies, mince, that are sold everywhere 
in NZ.  Dinner was diverse; Indian, Chinese, 
Turkish, Japanese, Thai, Korea, NZ and lots of 
lamb.  Lamb is pretty good down here.  We went 
out on a small tour boat on Milford Sound, think 
fiord, where we saw seals basking in the sun, 
dolphins, giant waterfalls and the second highest sea 
cliff in the world.  It was about a mile high from top 
to bottom.  They get 7 meters (21 ft) of rain a year 
there.  It all was quite beautiful.  Then off to the east 
side of NZ where we got to see Royal Albatross 
with their 10’ wing spans, up very close with the 
wind blowing up the cliffs at 40 knots; walking was 
a challenge.  We also encountered sea lions even 
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more close, black swans, white headed ducks, giant, 
colorful pigeons, many other birds and the NZ 
possum that has very nice fur and a thick fuzzy tail. 
 We visited the Cadbury Chocolate factory and were 
rewarded with many free samples.  The making of 
the Easter egg was interesting, that manufacturing 
line runs most of the year.  There were many road 
signs encouraging you to drive safely.  One read, 
the faster you go the bigger the mess.  Not subtle.  
We waited a good while on a high cliff overlooking 
a beautiful beach for some Yellow Eyed Penguins 
(24” tall) to swim in from their day of feeding out in 
the ocean.  We had about given up and were just 
walking back to the car when one came hopping out 
of the surf.  Later that night we wandered thru the 
darkness to see a few Blue Penguins.  Now these 
are very small not reaching 15”, Carolyn kept 
saying, they are so small!! We took the all day 
Alpine train thru the Alps from the east coast to the 
west then back.  The efforts that went into building 
this was staggering but there was gold in them there 
hills and coal.   Some of the towns in NE NZ were 
near volcanic activity and you could smell the sulfur 
as you walked down the streets.  Now this trip took 
about three weeks so I’ve skipped a few things.  We 
had a great time and as soon as we got back we 
prepared to haul the boat.  Twelve days went into 
sanding, painting and fixing things and today we are 
back in the water with just the deck left to touchup 
paint.  It is good to be back in the water.  We plan to 
head up to the Bay of Islands then wait for a 
weather window and take off for Tonga in early 
May then Fiji before returning to NZ.  Anyway, that 
is the plan and you know about them. All is well.
