The Cruising Life

We encourage all our members to share their
experiences on the Bay with us. Here is a tale that
began with registering for the Governor's Cup and
ended as a wonderful cruising weekend.

Having been totally psyched out of the GovCup due
to the forecast and a very inexperienced crew,
Carol and | started out from Galesville on Saturday

by ourselves and had one of the more interesting
weekends, weather-wise, that we've ever had.
Saturday afternoon was just an upwind romp in a
growing southwesterly all the way to the Little

Choptank, where we shared Hudson Creek with
only 3 other boats. A beautiful night with lots of

air coming in through the forward hatch and no

need for the windscoop.

Sunday dawned overcast but dry with what seemed
like a moderate westerly that allowed us to beat out
of the river and gently reach northward. After some
indecision, we decided to head downwind into the
Choptank where, halfway to Oxford, we were
overtaken by a very dark, intense and scary
thunderstorm. We dropped everything and kinda
drifted through it. Some strong wind, but nothing
like what was reported from Friday. After a stop
and walk ashore at Oxford, we headed across into
Plain Dealing Creek, but became concerned that
there was not enough air in there to blow the bugs
away later, so we headed out again, toward
LaTrappe Creek. A mistake! Again, halfway there
we were overtaken by a second storm, not quite as
bad as the first, but unnerving to say the least.
Finally made it to LaTrappe
where we spend another gorgeous evening. At
dinnertime, the sky was unbelievably dramatic, with

huge clouds of every description piling up
thousands of feet, and a lot of distant lightning,
followed by an
amazing sunset -- but always clear and dry where
we were. Later, a lovely overnight breeze that blew
everything out and kept us wonderfully cool all
night.

The next morning, a full tour of LaTrappe was
followed by an exhilarating close reach on
starboard all the way out the Choptank to Black
Walnut Point. Flat water, jib and full main, just

tearing along -- great. Around the point | expected
NW and a good beat, but amazingly, it was
northeast -- on a beautiful dry, sunny day -- that
carried us on another close reach just about all the
way home to Galesville before finally fading. In
August! Amazing!

That's my story and I'm sticking to it.

Quiet Anchorages

Props to our July weather! Lower temperatures,
low humidity and WIND! But of course we sail on
the Chesapeake so we knew the dreaded 3 H's
(hazy, hot and humid) needed to make their arrival.
Don't let the weather stop you from cruising. Clint
and | have been getting out as much as we can up
and down the Bay. Here are two trips we made this
season that we wanted to share with you.

Chester River

The weekend of July I8we ventured to the
Chester River to watch the Log Canoe Races. A
stronger than normal north wind helped us make
good time from Middle River down the Bay to the
southern edge of Eastern Neck Island. Sailing the
stretch near the channel leading to the Kent
Narrows was interesting with the wind blown and
powerboat chop. Once we rounded the green mark
to head north on the Chester the wind lightened up
and made for a nice sail giving us time to take in the
beautiful shores. We anchored off Grays Inn Point
to have lunch prior to the start time for the second
race. At 1400 these beautiful boats began gathering



near the mouth of the Corsica River so we pulled
anchor and motored towards the start. It was
amazing to watch the coordination of crew during
the start of this race. Once they got the gun we
noticed a “fleet” of powerboats chasing after the log
canoes. We quickly realized that each team had a
support boat following them. It was about half-way
into the race that we learned their role. After the
boat with sail #2 completed a gybe he began
rounding the downwind mark. Ploop! Over he
went. About 10 crewmembers were in the water
and the sails rapidly began filling with water. The
support boat arrived to pick up crewmembers that
weren't helping to de-rig the vessel. We mean
completely de-rig, masts and all. Once righted and
baled the support boat towed the entire log canoe
with masts dragging behind back to the marina. It
was fascinating to watch. Maybe our own racing
fleet should consider support boats chasing them if
by chance a boat “turtles” or snaps a mast. Humm.
Seriously, if you have never been to see a Log
Canoe race put it on your to-do list.

After the race we motored into Grays Inn Creek to
find an anchorage for the night. Be careful. There
are no markers into this creek so stay in the middle
where you will find 10-12’ of water. We dropped
hook in about 5’ in Shippen Cove, about halfway up
the creek. What a beautiful spot! It came complete
with blue herrings, lots of fish jumping, an eagle’s
nest (didn't see the eagle though) only one house
with low lighting and a nice breeze blowing around
the point. There were few boats anchored on this
creek so it made for a very relaxing and quiet night
to watch a beautiful sunset and reflect on the day.

As we
were cleaning up from our sail a man in a dingy
came along side us admiring our boat and asked
what the water depth was. He and his family had
watched us come in from their trawler that was
anchored just before the creek entrance. As we
were talking he stated that he had a sailboat prior to
getting the trawler and had always wanted to come
back in that creek but was afraid to. After we told
him about the 3'6” hump he said “Oh, I'll just give
the trawler full power and plow right over that
hump.” We invited him to raft up along side and he
said he’'d see after the kids finished swimming. The
next we saw him he was motoring out the river. |
guess the wife squelched the “plowing” idea. It just
made us appreciate our Trimaran even more. |If
there is 18” of water we float. That opens up many
possibilities around the bay that average sailors
can't reach.

Tim's Great Adventure:

This is a message | sent on the way home on Sat
afternoon. We actually got hit Sunday morning
with more horrible weather as we came out of the
C&D canal. Prior to that we had a nice down wind
sail on the Delaware River. We gybed half a dozen
times thru the shipping lanes. Then it was a pleasant

boring but we had some nice night sailing coming
into Coney island. Getting in at 0300 h on wed.
Our start was at 1600 the next day. The wind was
blowing over 20 all day before the race and by
afternoon it was over 25 in the protected harbor. We
worked out to the start under a reef contending with
30 knots plus with gusts over 40. The boat handled
the large seas with no problem. Our reef line blew
near the start and we struggled to get it squared
away and in the process a rip started on the main
leach. | knew we were done at that point we had a
90 mile beat with 30 plus knots on the nose. It turns
out only 8 boats out of 60 fought on. Only 4
finished. Most boats did not even attempt to start.
The few that started dropped after several hours of
getting battered. There was 4 multis in the race. Us,
a tricked out corsair 37, a 60 ft gunboat cat, and
another fast 44 ft tri. We were rated the slowest,
which is something we have never encountered. The
cat was the only one to actually start but they quit
within the hour realizing it was not the day for a
multihaul of any type. We had an exciting sail thru
NY City under a double reef doing 14 knots thru
Manhattan dueling with corsair. We got into sea
cliff at 2100. Very tired and cold. We discovered
some time before coming into anchor that the
bowsprit had been ripped from the boat. The next
day we relaxed, drank, and got the small sail repair
done. On sat we took off for Newport RI. We had a
great reach down long island sound. Drank beer at
14 knots. Made the end and tied up at a great bar in
Greenport. The sail from there to Newport was
uneventful except dense fog for hours. Newport was
nice but cold and dreary weather. We were there
until Tuesday and then off to Block Island. Once
again easy trip but lots of fog. The weather was
rainy and nasty there as well. We stayed inside in
the evening and played games. Now this is when it
got intense. We left block around 1300 on wed. We
had a nice sail the first 5 hours on a close reach with
175 miles to go to Atlantic City, Jersey. Then we
took it on the nose with 20 knots. Still comfortable



but beating to weather. Then the storm hit while off
Montauk with winds on the nose at 30 knots with
gusts over 40. We were reefed down but the boat
did awesome and just kept powering through
everything. It was cold and rainy to boot. This went
on for 8 hours and John and | worked hard to keep it
all together. The other two crew were sick as dogs
the whole time. It was one of my tougher nights on
a boat and we could not wait for the sun to rise. It
was pure survival at times. The boat could have
taken more but | think we were done. The morning
on Thursday put us off sandy hook with nice wind
and sunny skies. But then the wind died. No
problem fire up our reliable engine. Bang. In my
exhausted state | did not clear all lines and we had a
sheet in the water which got wrapped on the prop
shaft and pulled into the strut. Now we have a long
day ahead very little wind and we rarely exceed 4
kph and sometimes under one. | spend time under
the boat trying to free the line. No way without a
tank. We manage to work south to Manasquan inlet
arriving at 1600 and were towed in and a diver took
care of the line. We decide to stay the next day for
some deserved R and R. Fun area with nice
beaches. Now motor sailing for cape may expect to
be home Sunday around noon. Tim

There really isn't any greater thrill than high speed
multihull racing and most of us are of this opinion.
It's came to my attention however, that we should
be reminded that high speed catamaran racing is a
sport not for the faint of heart but for those who
understand the inherent risks & rewards.
Dismasting or other loses experienced in any race
are unfortunate occurrences and can be very scary at
the time, everyone who raced in the 2004 Oxford
race can attest to some form of damage either to
themselves or other racers.

Let's get a couple things settled; high speed
multihull racing is risky business. High winds and
waves, crew inexperience, poor judgment, bad luck,
whatever, can turn into a nightmare when you find

your boat is breaking up on you. When such an
incident happens and it is imperative that you need
to seek assistance; use your air horn, wave your
arms in the distress motion of crossing over your
head, radio the Coast Guard, be pro-active! Don't
just hope that a nearby boat will come to your aid,
proximity does not mean they are able or available
to assist, they could be doing all they can to keep
their boat and crew from similar harm.

The bottom line is that each boat understands the
risks involved, in all my years of sailing and all that
comes with high speed multihull racing, I've always
found that assistance is readily given if asked.
Multihull racers are considerate and helpful of all
sailors, that being said, we are also very competitive
& races are serious business. Complaining about
the lack of assistance from others when you've done
nothing to indicate that assistance is required or
welcome is both confusing and unrealistic. It is
foolhardy to think that if you don't ask for help that
help will somehow appear, it does not mean no one
cares only that no one knows you are in need of
care. Now let's get back to what we love best,
racing!!
