Repairs and Mods

Spinnakers
- Jere Glover

On our race back from St. Michael's my new
Spinnaker Sally chose to rap the pull down lines
around the top of my roller furling gear and then

around the halyard. As a result of this we were
unable to douse the spinnaker and couldn't even
drop the Genoa to solve the problem. As a result
we had to let the sheets go. The solution was to
send someone up in a boson's chair to untangle the
problem. It was a little too windy and too much
waive action to do that successfully. We decided to
drop out of the race and head into the lee of Tolly
Point to fix the problem. (In over 200 races we
have dropped out of under than 10 races) We were
finally able to unwrap the Genoa and then lower the
furling gear and solve the problem. We had the
same problem with the Spinnaker Sally before the
Oxford race last year and sent someone up to fix the
problem. The problem is that the down haul lines
exit the chute 3 inches below the top of the device.
This puts it at the same level as the top of the roller
furling device. There are two down haul lines that
are made of very small diameter lines that quickly
get tangled for the furling gear. Since this is the
second race that we had the problem, | have decided
to retire the Spinnaker Sally and go back to my old
Spinnaker chute from Scott Allen. Its old and torn
but in 15 years it never failed to work properly.
Does anyone have any suggestion for a good
spinnaker chute?

Hull Refinishing
(how I spent my summer vacation last

year)
- John Morfit

John is the proud owner dfrdis a 2005 Catri 24
trimaran, sail number GBR 1X..

When | considered the various methods of making
my boat faster, the two main approaches I

considered were the hull and the sails. Not wanting
to spend the money on new sails without having
addressed the hull drag, | was ready to consider
repainting. Since | had used ablative anti-fouling

paint after the prolific bottom fouling growth season

of 2006, my hull was far from good.

My hull improvement program was in three phases:
stripping of old coatings, fairing the surface, and



new bottom paint. For the first phase | looked at a
number of methods.

Stripping

Since my time for doing this job was limited to my
spare vacation weeks and weekends and evenings,
and because the job’s cost is tied to the time spent
in the marina yard renting space, | decided that time
was a priority over money at this stage. While
money can buy you an entirely work-free race hull,

| didn't quite have that much available. But | did
decide that a stripping service was worth the cost.

Basically, a stripping service can lay bare your
epoxy bottom coat, or lacking that, the gelcoat of
the hull. This can be done for smaller boat within a
single day. The method of choice is soda blasting, a
technique of shooting bicarbonate of soda crystals
at the hull with a nozzle fed by compressed air
mixed with the crystals. The crystals explode upon
impact, and the energy sends the old paint flying. It
has a softer effect than sand-blasting, which could
strip off the gelcoat entirely. There are other
materials that can be used, such as nutshells or dry
ice pellets, but the usual method is soda.

Soda blasting can penetrate both epoxy and gelcoat,
given enough time blasting upon a particular area,
but the service companies won't generally spend
enough time to remove epoxy paint. The process
begins with the setting up of a tent to contain the
dust — and there is plenty of it produced during
blasting. Soda is not a controlled substance like
paint or paint thinners, but it can cover every boat
around with a layer of dust! The tenting begins by
laying a layer of plastic upon the ground under and
around the hull. The floor is taped around the blocks
and jacks supporting the hull. Then plastic is taped
along the sides of the hull. In my case, the amas
were folded and the side plastic was placed over the

The blaster is suited up in a full, hooded tyvek suit,

over rubber boots and gloves and with a fireman’s
full-face oxygen mask. He enters the tent trailing

the hose from the compressor and with an air hose
for breathing. After the blasting starts, you cannot

hear for the noise and the tent is filled with soda

dust, obscuring the hull entirely. The day we blasted
my hull, the outdoor temperature was 97 degrees.
Inside the tent, it was probably 20 degrees hotter.
They blaster could only work for about 1 hour and

one young and healthy man fainted inside the tent.

Given the amount of high-cost equipment involved,
it makes sense to hire in a service company rather

bottom are then rolled together at the edges and
clamped. The clamps are closely spaced, enough
that a five-gallon bucket of clamps was used. The
final touch is to create a small opening at the bow to
act as a doorway.

well, something most of us haven’t much in surplus.
The companies | contacted charged more for a
trimaran than for a similarly dimensioned monohull,
citing the increased tenting area.

The result was very good for most of my hull. They
strip to within about %2 an inch of the paint line,



preferring not to disturb virgin gelcoat. The
remaining paint must be removed by hand. There is
stil a residue of paint “points” that resist the
blasting. | could remove this with Interlux 202
solvent wash that was effective at dissolving the
remainder. My undercoat was an epoxy that was left
essentially intact.

In some area, the gelcoat was pitted by the blasting,
indicating either a weakened gelcoat or too much
time spent by the blaster on these areas. This shows
a part of the rudder with severe pits, and a section of
the ama with mild pitting. These areas must be
repaired prior to repainting.

Alternatives to the soda blasting process are
chemical stripping, and purely mechanical stripping
(sanding). The former is slow and must include
final sanding, and the latter is very slow and
difficult. 1 was quite pleased with the decision to
use soda blasting, in spite of the few areas of
damage.

Fairing

After solvent washing, | had a hull that was mostly
smooth, but had some areas with pitting or revealed
surface flaws. In addition, there were some areas
that were simply not fair, either flat or high spots.
To solve the former, | used a West System epoxy
with a Microlight filler to create a non-sagging mix
that 1 could quickly squeegee over the entire hull
with a plastic applicator. This filled minor pitting
and imperfections. | found that a 100-grit 3M Gold
sandpaper was good at quickly removing excess
filler and had excellent resistance to clogging.

Clogging | found to be the first limiting factor on
the lifetime of dry sandpaper. My approaches to
unclogging were to either run the sandpaper over
rough wood (the hull support blocks were handy
targets) or to use a brass brush.

After the initial coating, | still had some areas that

required more extensive filling. Again, | used the

Microlight filler with the plastic applicator. Gettin

the mixture thickness correct required some

practice, as the 90-plus degree temperatures
promoted pretty quick hardening of the epoxy. |

resorted to a double-bucket system, with ice in the
bottom bucket to keep the mix cool and extend the
pot life.

In some areas, | got a little over-enthusiastic @ th
effort to build up the fairing material and found |
had to remove quite a bit. For this, a long cheese-
grater (Surform) type rasp with good handles did
the trick quite nicely. | did the final smoothing and
shaping with a flexible long-board sander and the
100-grit 3M Gold paper.

Finding the low and high spots is not always easy;
the more subtle ones require a sharp eye and a good
hand feel. This is something | could have spent
more time on, but | was unable to, given my
schedule. Other people at the yard that had more
experience than | could quickly identify problem
areas that | had trouble detecting.

Painting

| could have called this section “Sanding”, but the
point is to get the paint on, not sand it off. | did
plenty of both..

The prepatory phase for painting is to solvent wash
the boat again, removing any dust residue or dirt.

The paint line must be defined with blue tape. A

good, smooth paint line can be achieved with a few
guide marks (measured identically on both sides)

and then running the tape the length of the hull

before applying. The sag in the tape can be adjusted
from one end as it is laid against the hull and the

resulting line is much smoother than trying to punch

it down as you move along the hull.

My choice of paint was driven by a desire to
achieve a smooth racing finish while maintaining a
barrier coat over the gelcoat that would prevent any
future hull blistering. | did not need any anti-fouling
as I'm not keeping the boat in the water. | chose the
Interlux VC Performance, a two-part epoxy. In
comparison to the Interlux ?? that | used on my
boom (also a two-part epoxy), the VC proved to be
a muchmore difficult and unforgiving paint. The
solvents are quite volatile, giving you a very short
time to do application and smoothing. In addition,
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the paint did not reflow well, tending to leave brush
marks intact. | ended up exceeding the
manufacturer’s directions for dilution with Interlux
2203N solvent in order to gain some more time for
application and to thin the coats.

| tried two methods of application: brush and tip,
and roll and tip. Both methods suffered from
streaking that compromised the coating, but | settled
upon roll and tip as the easier and better method. It
gave a more uniform result, and was faster to apply,
a critical factor with this paint. My rollers were the
West System 1/8” foam nap rollers. My tipping tool
was a 3 inch foam brush, using the gentlest of
pressure. The paint would take a set before
reflowing the streaks out, even with 20% thinning
by volume. This caused me to start a cycle of deep
sanding to remove the streaks, followed by a need
for more paint to create adequate coating. | learned
to sand the highs off the coat, but to not sand the
lows out. Otherwise, there would be no paint left!

Each coat required sanding to achieve smoothness.
The epoxy paint sets very hard, defying hand
sanding. | had to use an orbital sander with the 100-
grit 3M Gold paper to make progress. | found that
in a 10-hour session, | could paint and sand all three
hulls. If I did not get the sanding done in that time,
the paint hardened further and required quite a bit
more time to sand fully.

The fourth and last coat, | sanded with progressive
grits of 100, 180, 220, and 400. The latter three grits
| wet sanded. Interlux recommends burnishing after
the final sanding, using bronze wool. | did not like
the appearance of this and skipped it.

| would like to have tried a sprayer, but | lacked any
experience or time to acquire that. But watching
other people at the yard spray boats, | could see that
when done well, it could look very good. But then
other spots on the same job might be dull and badly
applied. Still, given that after 5 coats | still had thin
areas, | think spraying is the way to go with this
paint.

Weather is very important during painting. You
must be assured of having low wind, and moderate
humidity. One day the guy in the next property ran



his riding mower next the fence, spraying dust and

grass over all my tools, buckets, trays and rollers.
Direct sun is very bad, causing the paint to dry and
set much too quickly. | learned to paint according to

the sun’s travel, always seeking the shade. | saw
one guy’s paint job affected by a sudden rain squall
that ruined the surface finish.

The jobs of painting and sanding are very difficult,
since you are working on low, curved surfaces that
you are either facing or underneath. | found that
setting myself either prone on my back or setting on
a low case with a backrest worked to put my arms
into position for painting or sanding. For the prone
position, | used a horizontal ladder topped with a
plywood board to raise myself up to the right level
for working under the hull. For the hull sides, | used
a boat jack with a backboard and a small case with a
handle as a stool. The key is achieving a
comfortable body position quickly, so you can
move from spot to spot and effectively work, and
good arm strength.

Since the hull is supported by wooden blocks and
steadied with boat jacks, each coat has areas that ar
missed for sanding and painting. | could move the

side jacks myself, by adding a second set and
removing the first (note: most marinas do not allow

owners to move jacks). The hull blocks required the

marina operator to lift the hull and move the blocks,

a separate cost item.

The project took much longer than | expected,
mostly do to the need for 5 full coats, each with
sanding. | had given it two weeks full time. It took
that, plus an additional 3 weeks of part time work
(evenings and weekends). On the plus side, | got a
nice, clean hull, and | met lots of interesting people
at the yard including world-traveling professional
sailors with outstanding stories. | think if you want
a racing finish, you'll need to do it yourself anyway
— not too many people can be hired to do a really
good job. The downside is that | stiked sails. But

| knew that going in....






Six People, One Dog, Eight Hulls
