This year Trinity and crew was lucky to finish the 

Governor's Cup for the 3rd year in a row. We had a 

good start in an estimated 15-17 knots of wind from 

the West-northwest. We headed straight down the 

line at about 180 degrees. We were running about 

3rd or 4th behind Fitness Resource and Sjambok or 

Zaraffa for a couple of hours with VMG around 13 

knots. At the two hour mark, the wind died to 10-12 

and Donnnybrook and another the large yacht 

steamed ahead. 

  

Around 9 PM, we were approaching the Gas Docks 

still under the spinnaker, feeling great, only one 

short tack off the James Island.  At the Targets, the 

wind started to die, and we switched to the jib. We 

continued down the bay arriving at Point Lookout 

about AM, rounding St. Mary's River Junction at 

3:05AM. The last six miles took 3 hours plus, one 

for the first five miles under spinnaker and the last 

mile took 2 hours under very poor wind or no wind, 

using the main and jib. It seemed, Temple of the 

Wind was going to catch-up. We finally got the 

gun.  I have a great deal of  respect for my crew of 

John Wayshner, Dick Bean and Dave Chladek. We 

were constantly tending the sails all night and 

switching helmsman every two hours   

  

I think this year we were the 5th boat to arrive, 

tying up Trinity and going to a big breakfast. Our 

wives, Dick's Mother and sister, and friends joined 

us for the Super Dinner.  I thank everyone for a 

great sail to remember.

I Owe It to the Beach Cats

There was a good westerly wind at the start of what 

was a drag race to Oxford.  We sailed 22 miles 

south reaching speeds up to 16.5 knots before 

heading east into Oxford.  Besides myself there 

were only two other multihulls (Fitness Resource 

and Lola3 Wild Child) on the line within a minute 

before the start.  By the time the horn went off we 

had our large genoa unfurled.  Immediately, I 

headed towards the weather side of the fleet to 

avoid bad air while passing the monohulls.  Once 

we accelerated to full speed the boat was slightly 

over powered, but allowing more twist in the main 

made the genoa more manageable for Donald 

Lawson (an excellent crew member that I inherited 

from Conker) to ease out in the puffs and trim back 

in during the lulls. In one of the lulls the wind 

seemed to be easing, so we set the screacher but 

quickly decided it was too large of a sail when the 

wind picked back up again so we went back to the 

genoa. 

Although my focus was on the monohulls ahead I 

did look back to see Fitness Resource, Temple of 

the Wind, and Triple Threat quickly get their 

spinnakers up.  We rapidly caught up to boats that 

started 10 to 20 minutes before us and could see 

Donnybrook without spinnaker working out to a 

weather position similar to ours.  As we closed in, 

Stray Dog with their spinnaker up was trying to get 

past Donnybrook, but Donnybrook wasnôt having 

any of that and was using their luffing rights to take
