The February article “Trimarans kept senior afloat 
through life By CANDACE CHASE� The Daily 
Inter Lake.” 
I was very interested in the article in the newsletter 
covering Horstman Trimaran.  I owned and sailed a 
Horstman design in Hawaii for close to 8 years (see 
attached picture).   

 
My boat was built in Hawaii in 1970 and from 96 to 
2004 I pounded that boat all over the Hawaiian 
Islands.  It took an amazing beating on a weekly 
basis especially for a fiberglass over ply boat that 
was 30 plus years old.  Extremely simple and 
Spartan, but tough as hell.  The boat and I survived 
both a demasting and a rudder loss on separate 
occasions but both under similar conditions of 45 
knots plus and 20 ft breakers. The boat without the 
mast became a huge surfboard carving down these 
big waves at incredible speeds.  Very exciting, 
scary, but a wild ride.  On another fateful, 
memorable trip the boat did very well with no 
rudder and we were able to sail it downwind 
steering by manipulating dragged sails coolers etc.  
We did this for close to 50 miles and were finally 
towed into port. During both these events the boat 
did quite well under sea anchor and drogues, but 
that was boring and when you have a 100 miles to 
go to home and no help in sight, there was no 
choice but to get after it.  I highly recommend a 
Horstman design if you are in the market for that 
kind of boat.
